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3 days 2 nights

Day One:
This morning, the group will depart for Seattle, WA

and arrive mid-day. After lunch, the group will quack

Roam the passage ways under
the city of Seattle and see the original city that burnt
down and was later built over.

Today begins with a leisurely visit to the Chihuly Gar-
den and Glass Museum which showcases the amaz-
ing work of artist Dale Chihuly. The morning contin-
ues with a visit to the Olympic Sculpture Park. View a
variety of sculptures against the backdrop of the
Olympic Mountains and Puget Sound. After lunch,
the group will explore the Museum of History and In-
dustry followed by free time at the famous Pike’s
Place Market. After dinner, the group take a ride on
the Seattle Great Wheel for a unique view of the city.
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Day Three:

On the final day of the tour, group will visit the Kubota
Gardens, a 20 acre Japanese garden. The final stop
on the tour will be to the EMP Museum, experience
interactive exhibitions that highlight the nation's musi-
cal culture and history and the role of imagination in
fictional literature and films. The day concludes with
the journey home to your area airport or school.
