Must See Atlanta and Stone Mountain 

Day One: 

The group will depart from the school early in the morning 
headed to Atlanta.  There will be quick stops for lunch & 
dinner along the way and the group will arrive at the hotel 
in the evening. 

Day Two: 

This morning the group will begin by visiting the Center for 
Civil and Human Rights, featuring interactive exhibits and 
true stories of the struggles of the civil rights movement and 
other injustices around the world. Next the group will enjoy 
the Georgia Aquarium, where they will view one of the 
world’s only whale shark exhibits.  After lunch, the group will 
explore the complete story of the world’s best known brand 
at the World of Coca Cola.  Tonight the group will enjoy 
dinner and arcade games before heading back to the  
hotel. 

Day Three: 

The group will begin their day at the gravesite of Dr. Martin 
Luther King, Jr., located just down the street from his boy-
hood home and Ebenezer Baptist Church (where Dr. King 
preached is ministry of nonviolence). The group will also visit 
The King Center, the official, living memorial dedicated to 
Dr. King and founded by his wife, Coretta Scott King. For 
lunch, the group eat The Varsity, the world’s largest drive-in 
restaurant and an Atlanta staple. After lunch, the group will 
visit the APEX Museum, an “African American Panoramic 
Experience” presenting an overview of black history in At-
lanta and elsewhere. Finally, the group will take a behind 
the scenes tour at the world’s new leader at Inside CNN 
Atlanta.  This evening the group will enjoy dinner and a 
Ghost Tour of Atlanta. 

Day Four: 

This morning, the group will take a tour of the Georgia 
Dome, home of the Atlanta Falcons.  After the tour, the 
group will head out to Stone Mountain Park to enjoy a    
variety of activities, including Summit Skyride, Antebellum 
Plantation and Farmyard, Scenic Railroad, Adventure Golf, 
a Paddlewheel Riverboat and more. After dinner, the group 
will depart for home on the motorcoach, driving through 
the night. 

Day Five: 

Today, the group will arrive back at the school early in the 
morning.
